Dr. St. John is a Participating Professor of Management and Accounting in the School of Management, 
Union Graduate College in Schenectady, New York, and an Adjunct Professor in the Lally School of 
Management and Technology, Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute in Troy, New York. 

He retired as a Clinical Associate Professor in the Lally School of Management and Technology at 
Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute in Troy, New York, where he had taught Accounting and Finance since 
1990. His areas of professional expertise are in the accounting for and the accounting systems of 
small businesses. Prior to his appointment to the faculty at Rensselaer he served for four years as the 
Chief Fiscal Officer of Rensselaer County, New York, and for eleven years as the Comptroller/Treasurer 
of the Capital District Transportation Authority, Albany, New York.
